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Proposed Joint Venture With DS&E, Toorongo Falls @gp Ground

History: In mid 2008 DS&E forester Rob Patrick apgeched members of The Pakenham Auto Club (PAC)rdeysn
sponsoring the camp ground at Toorongo Falls ResdpS&E have problems with anti social behavioud an
vandalism at this and some other reserves undegrrissliction in the area. A similar partnershipgshzeen forged
with The Gippsland 4WD Club at the “The Poplarsingaground recently, and this has proved to be sstakin
curbing vandalism etc. The logic underlying thighat the camp ground is actually looked after lommunity
group and not just an area that no one owns.

The Reserve: The Toorongo Falls Reserve is 10@dshof Melbourne, deep within the Noojee Statestoat the bottom
of Mt Baw Baw. Its home to wet forest types, indhgl Mountain Grey Gum, Mountain Ash, Manna Gum,
Blackwood & Austral Mulberry. A variety of fernsrilie in the damp conditions including the Neckl&egn, Soft
Tree Fern, & the Long Fork-fern. In the reserves l@ommon & Mountain Brush Tailed Possums, Ringetail
Possums, Sugar Gliders, and a variety of bats. B&#lied Black Snakes are commonly found during warm
periods. The 14 hectares reserve contains two kalkimg tracks, which total 2.2 km, taking a loopamd the
Amphitheatre and Toorongo waterfalls, and allowigjtors to take the wide range of native expergnthe area
offers. The two observation platforms are a hidttligf the walk with stunning views given from ea@he Tracks
were officially opened on November 24, 2004, foliogva $650,000 grant from the State Governmenedevelop
the site. One of the major outcomes from the TogooRalls project was the partnership between DS#if], the
local and indigenous communities. The area wagigimal border of two Aboriginal tribes. Wurundjevho were
to the west, and part of the Kulin Nation and thrayBkoloong, part of the Kurnai nation, who livefdttoe river
flats of the Latrobe Valley. There is still evidenof Aboriginal heritage today, with many cultuyadlignificant
sites being situated in the reserve.

Currently there are norfal fire places
and remnants of camp fires dot the hill reducirggakailable camp sites and detracting from the fakea.

Our Proposal: That a committee be formed with regméatives of the 4 clubs that use the Noojee toiteshold their
rallies. Namely: PAC, Cerberus, Peugeot and HRAs Hommittee would work with DS&E to care for, and
enhance the camp ground on behalf of all the mesnifethe rally community. It is envisaged that thétnership
would require no funds to be spent by the clubS&B to provide all materials required) only tha¢ tmember
clubs would provide labour at a number of workireged throughout the year. In return, DS&E will sypalsign
acknowledging our ongoing commitment to care ferdhea and | feel that this will foster a bettéatrenship with
the local community. As rallyists we all know homportant that is.
