who entered were provided with 8 tests for the day.The tests seemed a little more challenging than usual, with many
flags hit, a few drums and a lot of WD’s.Perhaps this was due to the changing conditions, or more likely to the long
break since most of us had competed in such an event.Thanks to Nick Wright for directing the event (I know that you
would have preferred to compete) and scoring, Dale Allan for performing scrutiny, Glad, Leon, Kim, Ray.

Our next event to be held at McGregor Road is a Motorkhana on 12thDecember.This will be the last event to be held
there this year.On behalf of John Hill (the director) and the organizing team I would like to encourage all club members
to comealong and participate.Obviously we would like to see as many competitors as possible; however we would also
like as many members as possible to start the process of becoming an official at the event. The first step to becoming an
official is to completea Trainee Officials Application Form and perform as an official (under supervision) at an event.
We would like you to consider doing this at this event, so that you can then perform the CAMS online officials’ module
necessary to become a General Official.The club will be hosting an evening to assist Trainee Officials with this module
early next year.Please contact me or Leon Prosser if you need more information.
