President’s Report - Glad Fish
Glad’s computer sick at the moment.  She has written her report, but is unable to send it to me for inclusion, so you will all have to wait until the general meeting to hear from her.

Vice President - John Hill

Twelve months ago I reported on the proposal to establish a Vehicle Activity Complex on property Vic Roads owned to the east of Pakenham. Most members will be aware of a recent press release confirming that this site is not available. Resulting from that decision, Cardinia Council has resolved to seek authorisation from the Minister for Planning to allow a motorsport facility on land owned by council.

In my article twelve months ago I listed 5 negatives regarding the Vic roads site. This current action addresses' 2 of these issues; availability of the property and access, while a third issue “land rezoning” rests with the minister.  However given the strong support expressed by Council and local members of both political parties, we have reason to be optimistic on this front. The 2 remaining obstacles identified twelve months ago are the lack of any obvious funding commitment and lack of agreed viability of a specific management model.

Obviously this is a project that our club needs to remain involved with, however the extent of our involvement will clearly depend on the outcome of the above issues. Rest assured your representatives will be making the case for a management and financial structure which strongly identifies with and recognises the limitations of community based activities. We are aware that our ability to make significant capital contributions, should this be required, is currently limited by our modest savings.
